Entering the Zoo

close to my family. There are two TVs that will show all
the fun things and amazing animals at the Philadelphia
Zoo. Maybe | could look at that while we wait in line.

Once it is our turn, the Zoo staff will ask to scan our
tickets. | should let an adult do this, but if | want to |
could ask the Zoo staff about some animals. | can also
ask them for a map if | don’t know my way around.

After we scan our tickets ,I’ll see a big fountain. | need
to remember that this is nice to look, at but | should
only look at it and not touch it.
